The	workshop	is	called	“Plants:	Inspiring	Choices	for	our	Region”,	and	will	explain	how	a	
water-efficient	landscape	can	be	an	upgrade,	not	a	compromise.	Attendees	will	learn	
what	makes	certain	plants	drought-tolerant	and	how	to	select	plants	that	fit	various	
design	themes.	The	presentation	will	also	introduce	several	attractive	and	water-efficient	
plant	palettes.		
	
WaterSmart	instructor	and	landscape	architect	Michelle	Landis	will	lead	the	workshop.	
Ms.	Landis’	diverse	professional	experience	has	established	her	as	an	expert	in	landscape	
design,	park	design,	and	environmental	planning,	among	other	areas.
